Encourage our child to 

participate fully in school 
activities. 

Support our child’s 
learning by attending 
parent’s meetings and 

performances. 
Encourage our child to 

take every opportunity  to 
learn both at school and at 

home. 
Ensure our child is fully 
equipped for the days 

lessons e.g PE kit, 
instruments, Pencil case

Council Safeguarding  
Children procedures 

are followed. 

Home will; 
Make sure our child is 
at school regularly and 

on time. 
Contact the school 

promptly on the first 
day of absence. 

Make sure our child is  
collected promptly.

Read to and with our 

child frequently. 
Help our child  
complete their  

homework on time. 
Ensure school property 
is looked after when at 

home. 
Support our child in 

completing take away 
tasks. 

Home will; 
Teach our child about  

personal hygiene. 
Help our child  

understand that  
everyone is of equal 

importance. 
Keep our child at home 

if they are unwell. 
Let the school know of 
any issues that may 

affect our child’s  
welfare.
